Terms and Conditions for Non-Lighting Incentives (7/23/2014)

	This Custom Efficiency Program Terms and Conditions For Non-Lighting Incentives (7/23/2014) (“Agreement”) is entered into this ______ day of  ______________________, 20_____, by and between IDAHO POWER COMPANY, an Idaho corporation (“Idaho Power”) and 
____________________________________________________________________________
(“Customer”), hereinafter referred to individually as a “Party” or collectively as the “Parties.”  This Agreement is effective as of the date signed by Customer below.
Eligibility—Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, financial incentives paid through Idaho Power’s Custom Efficiency Program for non-lighting energy efficiency (“Program”) retrofit projects (“Project” or “Projects”) apply to commercial and industrial facilities receiving active service by Idaho Power on Schedules 9, 19, or Special Contract. Commercial or industrial facilities receiving active service on schedules other than those listed may be eligible to participate in the Program at Idaho Power’s sole discretion. Residential buildings, irrigation systems, and street lighting accounts are not eligible. Details of this Program, including incentive levels and payments, are subject to change by Idaho Power without prior notice at Idaho Power’s sole discretion.
Incentive—Provided Idaho Power determines, in its sole discretion, that the Customer’s Project satisfactorily complies with the Program requirements, Idaho Power agrees to pay Customer an incentive payment for each measure included in the Project equal to the lesser of:
a.  Eighteen cents per kilowatt hour ($0.18/kWh) of the first year savings under the Program as determined by Idaho Power, or
b.  Seventy percent (70%) of the demonstrated direct costs allocated to each Project pursuant to this Agreement.  Direct costs only include incremental costs of Project materials, the labor costs to install the Project materials, and outside consulting fees directly related to the Project and this Program.
The incentive payment for the Customer’s Project is an estimate. The incentive payment will be paid after the Project is completed and the Custom Efficiency Non-Lighting Payment Application (“Payment Application”) and accompanying Project information has been submitted, reviewed, and approved by Idaho Power in its sole discretion. Incentive payments are for Projects where the equipment is installed and operated for a minimum of five (5) years following receipt of the incentive payment by Customer; however, this five (5) year requirement may be waived if the equipment is being replaced with more efficient equipment. In such case, Customer may apply for an additional incentive payment.  Any discontinuation or curtailment of use of the Project within the time period will require the Customer to refund to Idaho Power a proportional amount of the incentive payment within 30 days of request thereof by Idaho Power. 
Pre-Approval Application—Customer shall submit a Custom Efficiency Non-Lighting Pre-Approval Application (“Pre-Approval Application”) and accompanying Project information prior to the installation of any qualified equipment. Idaho Power will review the Pre-Approval Application and, if approved by Idaho Power, will notify Customer that they may proceed with installation. Submitting the Pre-Approval Application with incomplete or missing information will delay Idaho Power’s review and may cause return of the Pre-Approval Application to Customer. Inaccurate information may lead to rejection of this and future incentive Pre-Approval Applications. Idaho Power may approve or reject any measure set forth in the Pre-Approval Application.  
Proof of Purchase—Customer agrees that equipment must be new and purchased and installed before any payment is issued by Idaho Power; that
	
	used equipment is not eligible for an incentive payment; and that sales slips, invoices, or other documentation itemizing any new equipment purchased must accompany each Payment Application. Customer’s proof of purchase shall indicate the size, type, make, model, or part number of each product or piece of equipment installed and the date of purchase.
Payment Application—Customer shall submit a Payment Application within 90 days of Project completion. A copy of all Project-related invoices and supporting documentation must accompany the Payment Application. If the Project, as completed, differs in any significant respect from the description set forth in the Payment Application, Idaho Power shall have the right to alter the incentive payment, at its sole discretion, to reflect changes in kilowatt hour savings or Project costs.  Submitting the Payment Application with incomplete or missing information will delay check processing and/or cause return of the Payment Application. Inaccurate information may lead to rejection of this and future incentive Payment Applications and/or a claim by Idaho Power for the return of any incentive payment. Payment Applications received for work performed by contractors deemed ineligible by Idaho Power shall be automatically rendered ineligible for payment under this Program. Projects receiving incentive payments through any other Idaho Power incentive program are not eligible for payment through the Program for the same equipment or features.
Project Review, Verification, and Inspection—Any Project may be subject to an on-site inspection either before, during, and/or after the Project is completed, at Idaho Power’s sole discretion.  Idaho Power reserves the right to verify sales transactions for equipment purchased in relation to the Project and to inspect all installations prior to giving preapproval of any Pre-Approval Application or issuing any payment. The inspection is to verify that work has been completed only.  No warranty is expressed or implied by this inspection. Customer shall maintain records related to the Project for a period of five (5) years after receipt of the incentive payment.  Customer agrees to allow Idaho Power full and free access to the records and reports generated as part of the Project.  Idaho Power may undertake such measurements, studies, or reports as it deems desirable to determine that the Project meets the objectives of the Program.  
Tax Liability—Idaho Power is not responsible for any taxes that may be imposed due to incentive payments.  If incentive payments are made directly to Customer: a) Customer shall be responsible for any tax liability imposed as a result of such incentive payment(s); b) taxpayer identification numbers are required from each Customer; and c) incentive payments greater than $600 shall be reported to the United States Internal Revenue Service.  
No Endorsement—Idaho Power does not endorse any particular manufacturer, product, system design, contractor, or design professional in promoting the Program.
Safety and Building Codes—Customer represents that the Project complies with all applicable laws, including without limitation, federal, state, and local safety, building and environmental rules, ordinances, codes, regulations and accepted industry standards. All products/equipment must be UL-listed (or equivalent) and installed per manufacturer’s instructions. Idaho Power will only make an incentive payment for the Project if the Project exceeds the standards of the building code adopted by the jurisdiction in which Customer is located or the applicable industry standard.  All variable speed/frequency drive (“VSD”) Projects must be installed in accordance with the Institute for Electrical and Electronics Engineers (IEEE) Standard 519 and Idaho Power’s Rule K.
